Active Site

· It is proposed to use all allowable controls, as per COPTTM (3rd Edition, June 2004) and ‘Local Authority Supplement’ (1 October 2004) to safely control road users through the work site.

· Pre Depot Departure

·    Check that: -the Traffic Management Plan is approved
· all equipment is loaded (see checklist)

· all flashing beacons are working

· all radios are working

· all vehicles have the correct signage

·    Once on site, the TMP shall be implemented as follows:

· Review the TMP check form.

· All cones to be 900mm and comply with COPTTM requirements, section B.

· All vehicles are to have correct signage and flashing beacons.

Layout Procedure 
– to be used in conjunction with included Mobile Activity Set-out Diagram TMD001

· Signs are to be placed on the left hand side of the road first, then on the right hand side of the road as required.  The first sign erected must be an ‘advance warning’ sign.

· Once the ‘advance warning’ signs are in place, the ‘direction and protection’ signs shall be erected, followed by the ‘works end’, to show the end of the worksite.

· Cones are to be laid to control traffic flow and direction through the work site.

· Where a temporary speed limit is to be installed, the STMS needs to record the time of placing the first and the last, temporary speed limit signs.

· On completion of the site set out, the STMS shall undertake a drive-over inspection (in both directions) to check that the site is safe, legal and complies with the TMP.  The STMS may then give the okay for the work crew to enter the site and carry out work.

· Breakdown Procedure

· The removal of TTM measures shall be in reverse order of the layout procedure.  However, the STMS will again need to record the time of removal of the first and the last, temporary speed limit signs.  The STMS shall carry out a final check and sign off before leaving the site.

· Pedestrians/Cyclists

· Where work is required to take place on a footpath and/or cycle lane, an alternative temporary lane or path will be provided for the safe passage of pedestrians and/or cyclists through or around the worksite.  (Refer to General Procedures, Section 1.3 – 1.5)

	
	· Unattended Site

· Where TM is to be left over night or for a period of time and requires sign changes, a similar procedure to the layout procedure should be carried out.  The STMS is to check that the site is safe, secure, stable and legal and that it complies with the TMP and all COPTTM (3rd Edition, June 2004) requirements, prior to leaving the site.  This is to be noted on QA documentation.  The STMS is to ensure correct procedures are followed and recorded.

	
	· Night Work

· Work which is required to be completed at night will be treated as ‘active’.

· Night time traffic management must consider that lighting will be required for working spaces, safety zones, manual traffic controllers (MTCs) and mobile working plant.  Where arrow boards are used, bulbs will need to be dimmed.  All unattended ‘night’ sites are to be treated as ‘unattended’.

	Proposed Speed Restrictions
	· If a speed restriction is required, this document serves as an application, pursuant to Section 5 of "Land Transport Rule 54001: Setting of Speed Limits 2003", for permission to impose a temporary speed restriction.  This speed restriction will be implemented in accordance with TNZ COPTTM as detailed in this document and layout diagrams.  Please refer to “Application for Temporary Speed Restriction” in this document for 30, 50 and 70km/h (see attached)

To be used for the establishment, alteration, and dis-establishment of all signs and cones on site.

Signs Installation Procedure:

Using the on-site vehicle as shown, install the TW-1 sign first, followed by the TW-16. When the on-site activity is complete, remove the TW-16 sign first, followed by the TW-1. Cones beside the signs are optional for daytime work sites.

Note: That all personnel (except the driver) must be either on the LHS of, or in front of, the work vehicle
